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Nosy Mangabe

The Special Reserve of Nosy Mangabe is a small island (520 ha) covered in
humid thick forest. Despite this island's remote natural beauty, you can still find
traces of its former human inhabitants: the graves of an Antimaroa family are
located deep in the forest, and rocks where Dutch sailors scratched out
engravings in the XVIIth century can be discovered along the coast.

Four lemur species (black and white lemur, brown lemur, aye aye, microcebe),
two of which are nocturnal, also can be found on Nosy Mangabe. This is one of
the places where you can find the Uroplatus, a well camouflaged and
otherworldly looking lizard. Nosy Mangabe also shelters the world's smallest
chameleon, the tiny Brookesia, as well as other rare species like the Aye-Aye.
In fact, this forested island is thought by many to be the best place to observe
the Aye-Aye, thought by many to be Madagascar's strangest lemur.

With its golden sand beaches from whose shores you can see humpback
whales swimming in the bay, and its emerald green forests where lemurs fling
themselves through the canopy, Nosy Mangabe is a rare delight.

Masoala National Park (North East)

Masoala harbours a sanctuary of primary forest covering an area of 230,000Ha,
created a National Park in 1997 to protect rainforest, costal forest, mangrove,
flooded forest and Marshland this is probably the most biologically diverse
National Park in Madagascar. The park rises from its three Marine reserves
protecting Coral Reefs up to a height of over 1300m at its peak.

The reserve is teeming with Flora and Fauna including Red-ruffed lemur among
the 10 to be seen in the park, Nosy Mangabe is one of the best Locales in
which to see the elusive Aye-aye Lemur. Each year between July and
September the bay plays host to hundreds of Humpback Whales who come to
the warm Tropical waters to mate and give birth.

The park is crossed by a serious of hiking paths from fairly easy day walks to
week long treks depending on your level. The park has been set up as an
ecotourism reserve and half of the park entrance fees go to local community
projects and sustainable management of the reserve.

There are 3 marine reserves in the park: Tampolo, Ambodilaitry and Ifaho, one
of the best ways of exploring these is through Kayaking and snorkelling.
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Amber Mountain National Park

Set on a large volcanic massif rising from the dry savannah, Amber Mountain is an
oasis of rainforest rising to nearly 1500m above sea level. This is Madagascar’s
oldest National Park having been created in 1958 and is the main water resource for
this region of North Madagascar as it has 10 times greater rainfall than the
surrounding savannah. The Park is a sacred area for the local inhabitants and offers
an interface for them to convene with their ancestors in places such as the sacred
waterfall. The park is easily accessible from both Diego Suarez and Nosy Be and is
often visited on day excursions, The Flora and Fauna are typical of Madagascan
Rainforest with 7 species on Lemur (including crowned lemur) and a host of birds
including The crested Ibis and Forest Rock Thrush.

Masoala Forest Lodge

The Masoala Forest Lodge is a luxury tented safari camp on the remote coast of the
Masoala Peninsula, Madagascar.

The lodge is set behind golden beaches in a small clearing in the vast rainforest, at
Tampolo.

The primary forest of Park National Masoala, rich in wildlife, is a short walk in any
direction and numerous birds, reptiles and mammals are found in the camp itself.
The camp bounds on the warm, coral-rich waters of the Tampolo Parc Marin, with
exciting snorkelling right off the beach.

Sea kayaks are available for those wishing to further explore the sheltered waters,
reefs and deserted beaches of the beautiful forested coastline.

Tsarabanjina

An Island, small in size, conducive to seclusion, calm and exclusivity. An Island
privileged in its relationship with nature.
